
 
Assistant Professor, Teaching Stream - Language and Literacies Education 

(Part-Time Term Appointment) 
 

The Department of Curriculum, Teaching and Learning (CTL) at the Ontario Institute for Studies 
in Education (OISE), University of Toronto invites applications for a part-time (75%) two-year 
term appointment at the rank of Assistant Professor, Teaching Stream, specializing in 
Language and Literacies Education, with an anticipated start date of September 1, 2024. 
Applicants must have a Ph.D. or equivalent doctoral degree by the time of appointment. 
Relevant fields of study include but are not limited to: applied linguistics, second language 
education, TESOL, educational linguistics, or sociolinguistics.  
 
Candidates must have a demonstrated record of excellence in teaching, as well as teaching 
experience in a degree-granting program, including lecture preparation and delivery, curriculum 
development, and development of online material/lectures. Additionally, candidates must 
possess a demonstrated commitment to excellent pedagogical inquiry and a demonstrated 
interested in teaching-related scholarly activities. We seek candidates whose teaching and 
professional interests complement and enhance our existing departmental strengths. 
  
We are particularly interested in applications from individuals whose work is rooted in anti-racist, 
decolonial, and other critical perspectives on language and literacies education, language 
policy, and/or language-teacher education. Candidates will be expected to teach graduate 
courses on these topics, as well as courses that are part of the Language Teaching Field in our 
program’s Master of Education program. In addition, the candidate will teach other courses as 
needed in the curriculum and that match the candidate’s areas of substantive expertise. Other 
responsibilities of the position include departmental service, and it is expected that the 
successful candidate will work effectively, respectfully, and collaboratively in diverse, 
multicultural, and inclusive settings. 
 
Salary will be commensurate with qualifications and experience. 
 
The Department of Curriculum, Teaching and Learning offers graduate programs in Language 
and Literacies Education, Curriculum and Pedagogy, and the Master of Teaching, a two-year 
initial teacher education program.
